1. In the event of any situations that may arise which are not specifically addressed in the official Rules and Regulations for the Guilford County Junior Dairy Show (GCJDS) or the Greensboro District Junior Dairy Show (GDJDS), the Show Committees will make a ruling.  All Committee decisions will be final.  

2. Every effort will be made to ensure the safety of our exhibitors, their animals and our spectators for the event.  However, neither NC Cooperative Extension nor the Dairy Show Committees will assume responsibility for any injuries, accidents or losses during the Show.  All animals are the responsibility of the owner(s) for the duration of their stay at the show grounds.

3. Each exhibitor may show up to 3 animals.

4. Anyone between the ages of 5 and 18 (inclusive) as of January 1, 2018 are eligible to show.

5. It is not necessary for the exhibitor to own the animals he or she shows, but the animals shown must be under the care of the exhibitor.   

6. All animals must be positively identified.  Adequate evidence of identification and birth date may be required with show registration.   

7. All breeds of dairy cattle are eligible to show.  If there are less than 5 animals in a breed division, participants in that division may be given the option to 1) provide money to cover the expenses for the champion and reserve champion prizes, 2) forego the awarding of these prizes or 3) participate in the Holstein breed division classes. 8. The Danish system will be used for type and fitting and showmanship.

9. Exhibitors are expected to wear neat, clean clothing, preferably all white, black and white or khaki and white showing their animals.  The exhibitor’s dress will receive due consideration in the fitting and showmanship contest.  See enclosed 4-H dress code.
10. In the event of a protest, a written complaint accompanied by $50 (cash or check) must be filed with the show coordinator by the complaining party within the time the protested class is announced or until the gate is closed for the next class, whichever comes first. If the appeals committee (Dairy Show Committee) upholds the protest, the deposit will be refunded. If the protest is overruled, the deposit shall be forfeited to the Greensboro District Junior Dairy Show.  Any protest not pertaining to a specific class must be filed before the completion of the show.  Any protest filed at the end of the show will be ruled upon within 1 hour after the completion of the show.  All other protests will be ruled upon by the completion of the show.   The decision of the appeals committee is final.

11.Closed-toed, closed-heeled shoes are required for everyone within the show grounds and barn areas.  Anyone not in compliance with this rule will be asked to change footwear or leave the barn and/or show ring.
12. In keeping with the goal of providing the best learning experience for the most number of kids, all 5 counties (Alamance, Chatham, Davidson, Guilford and Randolph) will be invited to participate in both days of the show.  

13. There will be no “lights out” rule.  We will offer participants the opportunity to sleep in the barn kitchen with a lights out rule in order to allow them to get a good night’s sleep.  

14.  All hay or feed not used during the show must be removed from the show grounds at the end of the show or premium money will be forfeited.  

15. Premium money will be mailed to participants after the show.   In order to be eligible to receive your premium checks you must do the following:

· Each participant will sign up for a clean-up task when they pick up their show number.  

If the task agreed to by the show participant is left undone, that participant will not receive show premiums.
